* Redemption provides the spiritual freedom to fulfill the
unique plan of God or to fail to use the equality of freedom
to execute the unique plan of God. Redemption is freedom
from the slave market of sin as a result of faith alone Iin
Christ alone. There is a relation between redemption and
forgiveness, but they are not the same.

* Redemption comes at theCross the means. Forgiveness
comes at the point of faith alone in Christ alon&he resutt

of believing in Christ is forgiveness.
