2 Corinthians 8: 1 thru 9: 15 
7 Grace Definition  

 
·Grace is all that God is free to do for man on the basis of the 

work of Jesus Christ on the cross. 
·  Grace is Godôs freedom and consistency to express His love to 

mankind without compromising or jeopardizing His essence.  
·  No one can truly give and rightly give apart from freedom. God 

gives out of total freedom because of the cross, because of 
propitiation.  

·Consequently grace is the plan of God on behalf of man 
beginning at the cross. Grace is actually a one-word description 
of Godôs plan.     

·Grace is also Godôs policy. Godôs policy in dealing with the 
believer is always in grace. 

·Grace in summary is the plan, the policy, the function, the 
mechanics of divine modus operandi. Under grace God does all 
the work, all of the providing, and man does all of the receiving 
and all of the benefiting totally apart from human merit.

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                        Four Basic Principles of Giving 

 1. The Old Testament principle of giving. It was grace 

giving just as it is in the New Testament, it was not 

tithing. Proverbs 11:24,25.  

 2. The principle of giving in the New Testament 2 

Corinthians 9:7. Neither of these passages mention 

tithing.  

 3. The two concepts of tithing. What is tithing? It is 

taken from the word ótitheô which means ten per cent. 

Tithing in the Old Testament was a system of income 

tax accomplished by believer and unbeliever alike.

I.C.E. 
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·What is ICE teaching?: I.C.E is the acronym for Isagogics, 
Categories, and Exegesis.  

·Isagogics means studying the Bible in terms of the 
historical context in which each book was written, 
including both the human writer, the audience, the times 
in which they lived, etc. Categories refers to a topical 
categorization of doctrine, so that the student of the WOG 
can approach the Bible on a step-by-step basis and cross-
reference scriptures effectively. Exegesis means studying 
the Bible in the original languages (or as best as is 
available) so that serious student is not relying on an 
intermediate chain of language translations which may 
obscure or lose meanings. Through the ICE method, we 
seek to uncover all of the deepest truths of Scripture. 

 

 



2 Corinthians 8: 1-5 
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·  Now, brethren,  we wish to make known to you the 
grace of God which has been given in the churches of 
Macedonia, that  in  a great ordeal of affliction  their  
abundance of joy and their  deep poverty overflowed 
in  the wealth of their  liberality . For I  testify  that  
according to their  ability,  and beyond their  ability,  
they gave of their  own accord,  begging us with  much 
urging for  the favor of participation  in the support  of 
the saints,  and this, not as we had expected, but they 
first  gave themselves to the Lord  and to us by the will  
of God. 
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HISTORICAL BACKGROUND 
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First  Corinthians  did not dispel the problems in the church 
at Corinth  completely. While  it  resolved some of them, 
opposition  to the Apostle Paul persisted and Paul's critics  

continued to speak out against him  in the church. One man 
in  particular  seems to have been the ringleader of the 
opposition  (10:7). He had rallied  the support  of a 
significant  minority . The issue was Paul's apostolic 
authority . His critics  were claiming  authority  equal with  
Paul's. This was in  effect a claim to apostolic authority  on 
their  part  and or a denial of the full  apostolic authority  of 
Paul. 



INSTRUCTIONS CONCERNING THE COLLECTION FOR THE 
POOR SAINTS IN JUDEA  
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The New Testament reveals that  Paul was actively 
collecting money for  "the poor among the saints in  
Jerusalem" (Rom. 15:26) for  about five years (A.D. 52-
57). He solicited funds from  the Christians in Galatia 
(Acts 18:23; 1 Cor. 16:1), Macedonia (Acts 19:22; 2 

Cor. 8:1-5; 9:2, 4), Achaia (Rom. 15:26; 1 Cor. 16:1-4; 2 
Cor. 8ð9), and Asia Minor  (Acts 20:35). Delegates 
from  most of these regions accompanied Paul when he 
took the gift  to Jerusalem (Acts 20:4).
